Lone Star Wildlife Rescue has participated in teevige-Learning program at the University of Stomtas in Houston, Texas.
Since 2001, over one hundred students have dediogtr a thousand hours of service. Students @cseburses receive
college credit for a prescribed number of servisark and written reflections that connect theony &xt from the classroom
to practice in the community. The standard numleeovice hours for a one-semester course is dlftagn. However,
students sometimes elect to participate in seidene Star on a weekly basis or to continue tanteer after the course has
ended.

Flying Squirrel - 4 weeks

Projects include daily cleaning, food preparatiod &eeding as well as larger annual or one-timgepts. Past projects include
planting a waterfowl habitat, clearing undergrowatid planting gardens, building enclosures for atlac animals, and
cleaning, organizing, and securing wildlife andyiding educational tours for open-house. Sinceathienals are protected by
state and federal laws, there are limited handspmortunities for students, but they frequentlyyite assistance in short and
long term care of animals.

Students are educated about the beauty, wondetaargers of many species of Texas wildlife, andathele complex
interdependence of the community of life. Fromititeke stories of each animal, they learn aboutdruresponsibility, and
too often, human weakness, as well as what camibe @ prevent unnecessary intrusion into healtiwrenments. Students
learn powerful lessons about the delicate balahtigeonatural ecosystems that support indigenousarspecies and the
results of human encroachment and destruction luifdia

As students learn more and more about the non-hunesnbers of the community of life, they learn mab®ut themselves as
human, and their place in the universe. Students®edo recognize the kind of intelligence that digtiishes the human species
from other species on the planet, and the respitihsibat goes hand-in-hand with that intelligendot surprisingly, then,
Service-Learning also teachssidents invaluable skills for effective participatin deliberative democracy: listening,
negotiation, problem solving, analysis, team wairkg respect. Students complete their semestemwitiiound dedication as
benefactors and protectors of their fellow earttalritants, with the necessary tools to put theiviypeliscovered values into
practice.
